Moreover, the flexible sensor based on CNF/SBS can
be stretched due to the outstanding tensile properties of SBS. The enhanced stretchable sensor remarkably
possesses a high gauge factor of 105.6 with a stretch range of 0%-300% and up to 600% elongation.
Importantly, the proposed pressure and tension strain sensors are investigated to monitor vigorous human
motion, revealing their tremendous potential for applications in flexible compressible and stretchable
wearable electronics.
